Valley Sustainable Forest Project

Benefits per 10,000 acres:

98,000,000+/- pounds of fertilizer not
applied over 15 years (water quality)

Establishes 3,000,000+ cottonwood and
1,500,000+ oak or other hardwoods
(wildlife habitat)

Provides landowners with $31,000,000+/-
In land rental and cost share payments
over 15 years (regional economy)

Sequesters 500,000*+/- tons of carbon
over 15 years (climate change)

*4,000,000 tons at maturity

Test plots of switchgrass at
Auburn University have
produced up to 15 tons of dry
biomass per acre, and five-
year yields average 11.5
tons—enough to make 1,150
gallons of ethanol per acre
each year.
